e If your house could travel, where would you like to go? Have a look at maps/travel brochures/best
places to visit lists. Make a travel itinerary for you and your house. Are there any costs involved?
How much spending money would you take? Which currencies would you need? Which languages
would you need to be able to speak? What sights would you see?
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
